DELEGATE'S CORNER

Happy summer everyone! We started off the season with a bang at the great Spring Conference put on by District 01.
Thanks to all those that put in the hard work and effort to have it be another successful Area 74 event.

Next on the Area agenda is the 2006 Unity Conference being held in Area 74 at Wisconsin Rapids the weekend after
the 4™ of July. Robyn B, the Grapevine Editor is going to be attending as our featured guest from GSO. The Unity Conference
Committee 2006 has done a great job despite a lot of bumps in the road and have put together an excellent program for us to
enjoy and learn a lot from. Hopefully we will all make a commitment to show up and make the final Unity Conference an event
that will carry some momentum forward in attempting to deveiop another form of a 'State’ convention.

There seems to have been some misunderstanding on the portion of my Delegate's Report on self-support that |
gave at the Spring Conference 2006 and | will try to shed some further light on my comments here.

What! was trying to relate to people was that many of our 'problems’ around being self-supporting is the fact that we
are not self-supporting but most people think we are. There are constant and consistent issues that keep showing up that
would be pretty much non-issues or concems if we as a Fellowship actually supported our service structure through our own
contributions. We are becoming more and more dependent on literature sales to pay for our services. Granted .

the increase is incrementally small but it is a constantly rising percentage, and like inflation, could become a run away I

probiem if we don't address it.°, - |

The cost of a Big Book in Japan is about $70 right now and is nearly $50 in Germany. The fellowships there are

Being supported almost entirely through literature sales, not their own self-supporting contributions. If we follow down that path
and become more dependent on literature sales than we are on our own contributions, we become a publishing house, rather than
a spiritual entity and we lose the autonomy of being self-supporting. The groups also will lose the "power of the purse’ because the
GSB and GSO will have the say over the majority of the funds available to the Fellowship for use in carrying our message. Why
would they need to listen to us? We also open ourseives up to more and more lawsuits over publishing and copyrights - some
against us and some we generate because we become a capitalist society based on our literature revenue.

If we became truly self-supporting through OUR OWN contributions - and could just give away our literature rather than
make a profit on it - we would control our message because no one could compete with AA on the open market. There would be
no fight for the dollar anymore.

| do not believe it would be a financial burden on the average AA member to contribute enough to make this
happen. Right now, the spilit is essentially 50/50 between contributions and literature revenue (close enough for this
conversation), so if contributions roughly doubled, we would not be dependent on any other revenue besides group
contributions.

It seems that some understood me to say that GSO was in need of money immediately and is in trouble financially—, 1 do
not believe | said that GSO needed money, what | was trying to relate was that the day will come a lot sooner (~ most of us expect
when we WILL need money to keep our services going and there is a strong possibility that that day. will come if this ,.

trend is not reversed. There are many factors in place that combined could have this become an actuality not just t fear-
mongering. | am just trying to help us have the conversation and not stay asleep on our watch and to help insure
that AA will be around for future generations of those who need us.
