As Bill W. so eloquently stated when he first
read the Serenity Prayer,"Never has so much A.A.
been said in so few words."

"GOD GRANT US THE SERENITY TO ACCEPT

THE THINGS I CANNOT CHANGE...THE

COURAGE TO CHANGE THE THINGS I

CAN...AND THE WISDOM TO KNOW THE
DIFFERENCE"!

With that story told, we turn our attention to our
International magazine the 'GRAPEVINE.' In 1944, a
group of farsighted literary and news minded A.A.'s
began to issue a monthly publication. The original
group included Marty, Priscilla, Lois K., Abbott,
Maeve, and Kay. Among them, Grace O. and her
husband turned up to be the moving spirits of this
endeavor. They called their publication, the
Grapevine.

This of course was not the only publication at
that time. The others included the 'Cleveland Central
Bulletin', The Los Angeles Eye-Opener, and others
had preceded it. It was however, the GRAPEVINE

_that caught on nationally.

The publication almost immediately ran into
difficulty. It turned out that the FBI had for quite
some time published a sheet named the Grapevine. It
was soon ironed out when our monthly publication
was titled the "A.A. GRAPEVINE." With that minor
difficulty overcome, our publication grew and grew.
Up to that time, it was not officially incorporated into
A.A''s General Services Office structure.

When the board of trustees inquired of the A.A.
groups if they would like to make the GRAPEVINE
their international magazine, theirs was a resounding
"YES". After a while, the folks at the publication
soon realized they had a tiger by the tail. While it was
fun to read all the correspondence from our members
and to tell their stories of recovery, the editing,
licking postage stamps and mailing thousands of
issues out became a near impossible task.

The journal was incorporated, and the two
Foundation Trustees were seated on its board of
directors, along with the editors.

The 'GRAPEVINE' had to have full-time help;
this created a mounting deficit and again the funds

from the sales of the 'BIG BOOK' came to the rescue.
This publication always has and always will depend
upon the many dedicated and skilled volunteer staff
that do the bulk of the labor. Only the managing
editor, her assistant, the head of the subscription
department and a few necessary workers were on the
payroll. Without these fine people as well as the
volunteers, there would be no magazine at all. How
these busy professional men and woman continue to
meet the 'GRAPEVINE' deadline every month will
always be a mystery to the rest of us.. It is one of the
most consistent and brilliant volunteer efforts A.A.
has seen.

Even as early as 1945, the solution of group
problems by correspondence had put a vast amount
of work on the staff. Our mailbox was bulging with
seemingly every contestants argument in every group
wrote us during this exciting and confused time.

It was at this time that the basic ideas for the
Twelve Traditions of Alcoholics Anonymous came
directly out of this correspondence. Every imaginable
group experience and question was brought to light
and every growing pain brought into plain view. It
was then that a dear friend of A.A. suggested that all
this mass of group experience be codified into a set
of principles which could offer tested solutions to all
our problems of living and working together and of
relating our society to the outside world. It was not
only the problems that were brought to our attention
but also practical solutions too! The concept of a
group conscience was at work and issues of where
we stood on such matters as membership, group
autonomy, singleness of purpose, nonendorsment of
other enterprises, professionalism, public
controversy, and anonymity in its several aspects,
could not, of course become a rule or law. But it
might act as a guide for our trustees, headquarters
people, and especially for A.A. as a whole. It could
settle many of the growing pains new groups were
experiencing,.

Being at the center of things, we at headquarters
would have to do the job. With the collaboration of
our trusted servants, the wisdom of many of our old-
timers, and with the vast correspondence at our
disposal we set about writing and published the so
called 'Long Form' of the TRADITIONS OF
ALCOHOLICS ANONYMOUS in 1945. First
published in the GRAPEVINE, articles continued in
subsequent issues explaining the Traditions in detail.
These continued to appear for several months. It was
later that all these articles were published in a
pamphlet called "4.4. TRADITIONS."

The very first action taken, in line with the
traditions as written was, in 1945, we wrote Mr. John



group conscience of the groups. These principles had
developed in the group experience and enveloped all
that A.A. has envisioned. The headquarters are
directly responsible to those they serve. The
"Traditions" ensured UNITY ON A GLOBAL
SCALE. Had there not been a headquarters to bring
our groups problems into focus, the "Twelve
Traditions of Alcoholics Anonymous could never
been written.

To expand on the "Twelve Traditions" in this
current series would distract this author from the
initial goal of following the movement and expansion
of the General Services Office and its ever expanding
world services.. This is OUR headquarters, the
members, and how it has grown in contrast to the
growth of our fellowship. The "Traditions" ensure
that it answers to the groups conscience and answer
directly to the members.

With that theme in mind. In 1950, the
headquarters moved to 141 East Forty-Fourth Street.
Still close to Grand Central Station. Presided over by
Chairman Hank, on part-time, and six fine staff
secretaries. These paid staff members are helped
immensely by our volunteer committeemen who are
experts in law, finance and public relations. On our

at Vesey Street. The whole story of A.A. is hidden in
these boxes, waiting only to be searched out. We
have just begun to start this process. In a far corner
office near the files, our research librarian is
currently digging into the history of A.A. Because of
this research activity, it is now certain that the basic
facts of A.A.'s growth and development never can be
distorted. Such is our newest undertaking.

(Editors note: The emphasis on the Grapevine
was an attempt to highlight its importance to and
its vital story it played in the development of A.A.
It was vital in the part it played in informing our
members as to the Twelve Traditions. It has
become an integral part in the financial structure
of the General Services office)

Next newsletter will portray the evolution of the
Twelve Traditions and the critical part they serve
in our fellowship.
