EXCERPTS TAKEN FROM THE

BOOK.. "ALCOHOLICS ANONYMOUS"
COMES OF AGE

The Twelve Traditions having been stumped across
the country by Bill W. with the reception, cool at
times, another subject had come front and center. A.A.
unity and what would become of us once the old guard
had passed on. Dr. Bob. was gravely ill at the time and
it was a matter I had brought up with him.

We at the headquarters had bantered the prospect of
a conference to the point of battle and warring camps.
Many of our non-alcoholic friends on the board had
favored an institutional system. This discussion had
been going on for nearly five years up to that point and
the whole issue had to come to a head.

The two men who ultimately saved the day
were Mr. Leonard Harrison and Dr. Bernard Smith.
Though Mr. Harrison did not see the necessity for the
elected conference, his unfailing tact and good sense,
together with the respect and affection he engendered
among us all, were the qualities that kept our shaky
foundation on course. As mentioned previously, the
non-alcoholic members on the board were institutional
men; Dr Bernard Smith was a businessman and
lawyer. From the time he joined the board three years
earlier, he had always favored corporate management
for the A.A. office and an elected conference to sit
with the trustees as the final plan of service structure
for Alcoholics Anonymous..

At this critical juncture, Mr. Harrison appointed
Mr. Bernard Smith as Chairman of the Trustees
Committee on the proposed conference. Considering
their differences of opinion, this was a most
magnanimous and generous act on Leonard's part. The
recollection of this has always inspired me.

Mr. Bernard Smith has a remarkable faculty for
persuasion and negotiation. Moreover, his idea for a
conference had already taken a deeper hold than any of
us had realized. After the air had cleared up a bit, he
took up the task of convincing the Trustees Committee
on the conference idea. Following only two meetings
he put his question to the committee. Shall we have a
conference of delegates or should we just scrap it? To
all our astonishment the Committee said," Let's give
the conference a try"! It seemed like a miracle.

Just before this crucial decision, Alcoholics
Anonymous had taken another step toward worldwide
unity and function.

In the summer of 1950, we held our first
international convention in Cleveland, Ohio. About
3,000 were in attendance .The highlight was,
unbeknownst to us, it would be Dr. Bob's last
appearance. It was here that adoption of the Twelve
Traditions by the convention as the permanent
platform of unity and function on which our fellowship
would henceforth stand.

The Twelve Traditions had already been reduced
from the "Long Form" of 1946 to capsule statements,
which in length mirrored our familiar Twelve Steps of
Recovery.

This was done at the wise suggestion of Earl T.,
founder of our Chicago Group. One day in 1947, he
turned up at my home with this excellent idea. After a
week of wrestling with the problem of cutting down
the "Long Form" we came up with the first draft which
looks very similar with what they are read today.

The 'Grapevine' commenced to carry the newly
drafted traditions in every copy and has made our
fellowship Traditions conscious. By the time the
Cleveland Convention met, the understanding and
approval of the Traditions had become general
throughout our society.

~ At the Cleveland Convention, we all sensed that
Dr. Bob was soon to leave us and many another early
A.A. members would soon follow him. It was a
somber time in our fellowship to see such brave
pioneers soon to take leave and to be both sad and at
the same time heartened know the legacy of these fine
men and women were to leave their mark on our
society that will shine for ages. They all had suffered
the setbacks and reaped the rewards of being such an
integral part of this fellowship. Their spirit endures in
each new member who recovers from this disease and
carries the message to those who are still suffering.

The old order was changing. In the future, we
could no longer depend upon the influence and
authority of our pioneering people for A.A. unity.
Henceforth we would have to rely upon spiritual
principles, as set forth in the Twelve Traditions.

Several speakers presented the Twelve Traditions
to the Convention. I summed them up and asked the
convention for final approval. Today one can still
listen, by means of a recording, to the conventions
unanimous voice consent. It was a fine hour in that
month of July 1950. Alcoholics Anonymous had
passed it fifteenth milestone; its second legacy of
tradition was secure.

Only a few weeks later, I saw Dr. Bob at Akron
and was able to bring him the good news that the
Trustees would, in all probability, consent at last to the




formation of a world service conference. This
development could do for A.A.'s services what the
Traditions were doing for A.A. unity.

Dr Bob was visibly relieved by this message, but
made no immediate comment. Though still up and
around, he was desperately ill. Hard as it was going to
be, I realized I must press for his consent to the
conference.

I remember suggesting that if he did not act on this
matter but continued his silence we would still be
taking action. If we both passed off the scene without
making any move, everybody would suppose that the
present state of affairs met with our final approval. If
thereafter the headquarters should collapse for lack of
conference linkage, the A.A.'s could rightfully say,
"Why didn't Dr. Bob and Bill tell us?" "Why didn't
they give us a chance to look after our own business
and policy?" I ventured the idea that we ought to call
the conference anyhow, even if it was a failure. At
first. the movement's delegates could come down to
New York and see what A.A.'s world affairs were
really like. They could than decide whether they would
take responsibility or whether they would not. That
would make it a movement decision, rather than one
taken in silence by Dr. Bob and me.

He continued to reflect, and I waited. Finally he
looked up and said, "Bill, it has to be A.A.'s decision,
not ours. Let's call that conference. It's fine with me."

A few hours later, I took leave of Dr. Bob,
knowing that the following week he was to undergo a
very serious operation. Neither of us dared say what
was in our hearts. We both knew that this might be the
last decision we both make together. I went down the
steps and turned back to look. Bob stood at the
doorway, tall and upright as always, dressed in a light
gray suit. Some color had come back to his cheeks. He
smiled. This was my partner, the man with whom I
never had a hard word. The wonderful, old, broad
smile was on his face and he said almost jokingly said.
"Remember, Bill, let's not louse this thing up. Let's
keep it simple." That was the last time I ever saw him.

(Editors Note; Although I have gone over this
part of the article previously, I find it heart warming
and inspiring to read about the sincere friendship they
had, Dr Bob and Bill W. and despite the difficulties of
the early years of our fellowship, how they treasured
each others opinions and could come to a consensus)

To read about all the inner questions Bill
languished over as to the conference and all the people
who were involved in this process read page 215 from
the book, "Alcoholics Anonymous" Comes of Age.

(Continuing with the history of the G.S.0. )

From it's humble beginnings, with Bill W. and his
trusted and valued secretary Ruth, answered letters and
questions from the 100 or so members who were the
pioneers of our fellowship.

Soon however, our membership began to grow and
we needed a real World Services office and
"Headquarters". We transplanted to New York City,
with moves from Vesey St. then to Lexington Ave.
and than still to East 44" St. Than when the fellowship
grew into the tens of thousand, our headquarters was
located at 468 Park Avenue South.

Today, we are located at 475 Riverside Drive. Both
the headquarters and the 'Grapevine' international
magazine are housed. With our current membership
counting over two million, our headquarters is busy
doing the business of A.A. and is there to be of service
to our membership in all manner. A.A. members and
Non-A.A. employees handle finances, type letters and
bulletins, note group records, ship materials your way,
file incoming letters to add to our rich storehouse of
A.A. experience at your G.S.0.

Since your World Services Office has grown
expeditiously with the growth of our society, it's
become split into departments, which include....

Archives...(compiling your groups history and our
fellowships history from the very beginning)

Literature...(Publishing the "BIG BOOK' and
sending out pamphlets. All correspondences from the
World Services Inc. to our member's letters and
questions. It is here was our translator's work. The
secretaries to the Trustees are housed here.)

Loners and Internationalists...(Wherever a loner
may be, whether a seafarer or soldier or whatever the
circumstance, A.A. sends out materials, has meetings
on-line or sends home meeting mailings to some
whom are known as 'homers.' It the task of this
department)

Public Information...(If you have seen a spot on
your T.V. about Alcoholics Anonymous, it was
probably this department that supplied the
information. They supply information to the media,
the public, and stays in touch with P.1. chair persons
all over the country)

Correctional Facilities...(This assignment extends
to all those who are unable to walk to a meeting, and
who want to be involved in the fellowship of A.A.
This department also promotes the corrections
committee people to continue this vital service)

Treatment Facilities...(This department assists the
committee people, namely "Bridging the Gap" for
