Registration and tax would
be about $350.

Real Estate

Sam investigated various sites around town. An office at 1270 Main St. would cost about $200 a
month plus about $50 for electric. Plenty of parking and handicap accessible. Another office at
that site with the door on Main St. would cost $430 plus electric.

Sam also investigated Market Square on Military Ave. Their total monthly bill ranged from
$1600 - $5800.

Eric S. and Mary Kay reported three-fourths of District 01 AA Meeting List knows about the
Central Office Exploratory Committee meetings. They are going to continue informing meetings.

New Business:

-Office location where volunteers are available to carry the AA
message to the alcoholic.

-Meeting lists for the local and neighboring districts are kept in
up-to-date files and available to callers and visitors to the central office.

-Information exchange function as a clearinghouse for the
circulation and exchange of information among all AA groups in the
community. Another logical function of the central office is to provide
“program exchange” meetings, where group program chairpersons meet
regularly to exchange meeting ideas with other groups.

-Local Committees on Public Information (PI) and Cooperation
with the Professional Community (CPC) in cooperation with district and
area P1 and CPC committees. The central office is an ideal source for
those in the community secking information about AA. It can also serve as
a meeting location for PI and CPC committee members to coordinate their
activities. In this regard, the central office is the major local source of AA
materials and literature for purchase by AA groups and individuals.

-AA in Correctional and treatment facilities. When there is a
correctional or treatment committee, the central office may assist it
through close cooperation with local hospitals and prisons. This contact
should be in line with GSO guidelines regarding this cooperation.

-Special needs such as info about wheelchair access to meetings
and signing for deaf members are often a function of a central office, if the
participating groups wish it.

-Central offices are logical locations for our Archives to be
displayed and maintained.

-Central Offices may provide traveling literature displays at
various local AA functions.

Staff from Central Offices in Milwaukee, Racine, Fond Du Lac
and Menasha stated that their 4 offices receive between 500 and 750 calls
each month from people located in the Green Bay area seeking
information about AA, needing materials and/or literature, and many other
subjects that they are unable to find in the Green Bay area. These are local
people forced to go out of our area for help from AA because AA has no
address in Green Bay, the largest city in N. E. Wisconsin. A central office
in Green Bay would solve this problem.
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This information in more detail will be published in the 2007 Service
manual that will also publish other findings from the 57" annual
conference in New York, New York this spring.

What is happening to the Grapevine? That is my question. What is
happening to the publication that is supposed to be the official lifeline to
that alcoholic from the other alcoholics that translates the progress of
people working their programs to benefit themselves, and sharing those
benefits with fellow alcoholics?

My question in simplicity is “How many meetings subscribe to the official
publication of A.A.? How many GSR’s when they registered their
meetings or when they filed their papers of change of trusted servants,
when they received their information about Grapevine actually filled out a
subscription and mailed it in with enough funds for a yearly subscription?
And, if they didn’t get this information from G.S.0., is their meeting duly
registered with the G.S.0O. and do they have a duly elected GSR and also
do they have a duly elected GVR (Grapevine Representative), both of
which are recommended in the A.A. meeting pamphlets that are provided
from G.S.0.

First of all, all meetings should be registered, and trusted servants elected
to 2 year terms to coincide with the trusted servants elected to the district
for their 2 years stint, as well as the Area trusted servants that will be
elected at the Fall conference this year. All of which will take office and
perform their duties for the next 2 years beginning with the regularly
scheduled district meeting in January 2008.

As Grapevine chair I would like to see subscriptions delivered monthly to
every single meeting in District 1 of Area 74. To see these publications
read, re-read and then read again before they are passed on to be read, re-
read and read again over and over again. I can only hope that this message
will be forwarded on to as many meetings it takes to progress with our
subscription momentum to show the Grapevine that we care in District 1
of Area 74 and we want the Grapevine to survive. It will survive because
A.A. will follow the wishes of Bill W. and get the message to the
Alcoholic that still suffers, both in A.A. and out of A.A.

I hope my passion for the Grapevine will trickle through the hearts and
ideals of my fellow A.A.’s pass this message along.
